[] Two types of insurance are necessary in order to drive cars, auto-
matic bicycles and scooters: Compulsory Automobile Liability In-
surance and Comprehensive Automobile Insurance. These insur-
ances would protect you against financial loss in the case of an ac-

cident.
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[ ] It is an offence to drive with suspended or prohibited license. If
stopped by a police or if you were involved in an accident, you
would be charged with a criminal offence and be subject to fines,
jail time, and additional driving prohibitions.

[ L] When you are involved in a traffic accident, call 110 and report to
the police. For injuries, call 119 to have the ambulance on the
way. Always inform an accident to the school / college by con-
tacting a member of student affairs in your faculty.

[] Please register your bicycle registered legally under your name
when you purchase a new one from the store or when you obtain
a second-handed bicycle.

[ ] As required by law, always carry your Alien Registration Card in
order to present it at all times to the authority when requested.

[] If you work, part-time or full-time, without legal permission or at
prohibited jobs, you will be subject to punishment and may be de-
ported (Please refer to Column 3 of V "Permission to Engage in
Activity Other than That Permitted by the Status of Residence
Previously Granted" for details).

[] You will be stopped by the police if you ride double on a bicycle
(except for carrying a small child), or with no light on at night.
The bicycle must be registered legally under your name or you
will be questioned for theft. Do not use illegally-parked bicycles.

[] Carrying a knife for self-defense is considered a crime in Japan.

[ 1t is prohibited by law that any personal identification, such as Cer-

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tificate of Alien Registration, Student Identification Card, Na-
tional Health Insurance Card, etc., shall not be borrowed, lent, or
duplicated. You will be charged with a criminal offense or a pen-
alty.

[[] Please be advised that the interest rates on credit cards are nor-
mally very high in Japan. Understand the terms, conditions, and
consequences for its usage before registering for a credit card.

[] It is against Japanese law to use narcotic drugs including Mari-
juana and a stimulant. Equally, importing, manufacturing, selling,
buying, giving or receiving them as a gift is also inhibited by Japa-
nese law. We also evole your special attention; it is also prohib-
ited just having them with you in Japan.

[ ] If in the case of repetitive collect calls, sales calls, and fraud calls,
consult your supervisor or student affairs section in your school
before responding to the calls. These calls are normally identified
as selling or promoting goods and/or requesting your money trans-
ferred to a different bank account by a stranger. Further, be aware
of street salesmen, solicitors, and inviters for they are mostly a
fraud. Do not provide them with your personal information, such
as name, address, phone number, and e-mail. The best way to re-
spond in these situations is to repeat "NO" and move to a safer
place (i.e. into stores or crowds of people) , or simply hang up the

calls.

3. Tutors

International students can have tutors, who are chiefly graduate stu-
dents, for their studies or research for the period of one year (two
years for undergraduate students) after arrival in Japan. However, re-
cipients of the Japanese government scholarship are not eligible for
this system while attending the Intensive Japanese Language Pro-
gram. Students in the Japanese Language and Culture Course are also
not eligible to this system. For further details, please contact the stu-
dent affairs section of your school or graduate school.

4. Issue of Certifications

Certification for Student Trip Fare Reduction, Registration Certifi-
cate, Certification of staying at dormitory, Certification of registered
term, Certification of expected degree, Certification of school re-
cords, Certification of expected license, and Certification of medical
check-up are available at the automatic certificate machines. Issue by
the machine requires your student identification card “gakusei-syoo”.
Machines are located at the neighborhood of student affairs section
of your school or graduate school and University Hall.

Students who would like to receive Certification of Japanese Govern-
ment Scholarship Guarantee or Certificate of Honors Scholarship for
Privately Financed International Students should go to the Student
Affairs Section of your school or graduate school. It takes two weeks
to issue those certificates. If you need it, please apply for them well
in advance.
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. Japanese Language Education

The following Japanese courses are offered by the International Student
Center.

1. Integrated Japanese Language Program

1. Foreign Resident Registration

Under Japanese Non-Japanese registration regulations, all foreign na-
tionals who stay in Japan for more than 90 days are required to com-
plete the appropriate registration procedures explained below. (Start-
ing July 9, 2012, the current alien registration system will be abol-
ished with the start of the new residency management system)

(1) Registration after arrival in Japan

Foreign resident registration must be completed within 90 days af-
ter arrival in Japan. Note that the “Certified Copy of Foreign Resi-
dent Registration” is required after enrollment in Kanazawa Uni-
versity when you open bank account and subscribe a mobile phone
service. Therefore, international students are strongly advised to
register at the City Hall immediately after arrival. The following
items are necessary for the registration :

+ Application form for alien registration (available at the City Hall)
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- Passport
- 2 photographs (4.5cm X 3.5cm) taken within 6 months of
application

Your Certificate of Alien Registration will be ready in 2 to 4 weeks
after submission of the application (you should get a Certified
Copy of Foreign Resident Registration the same day). You must
show your passport when you pick it up at the City Hall. All for-
eigners must carry this certificate with them at all times, and pres-
sent it to immigration officers, immigration security officers, the
police and other officials when requested.

(2) Registration of changes in Registered Items
If there are changes to the registered information such as your pe-
riod of stay, status of residence, change of address (due to mov-
ing), etc., you must report the change to the City Hall within 14
days. Please inform the Student Affairs Section of the change.

(3) Renewal of the Alien Registration Certificate
Foreigners residing in Japan for a long period of time are required
to renew their Alien Registration Certificate, since it is only valid
until your 5th birthday after registration (i.e. about 5 years). RE-
NEW WITHIN 30 DAYS STARTING FROM is printed in red ink
on your certificate. Within the period mentioned there, please go to
the City Hall and complete the renewal (essentially the same proce-
dure as the original registration procedure).

(4) Certified Copy of Foreign Resident Registration
This certificate verifies that you have completed alien registration.
International students are sometimes requested to show this certifi-
cate by the university or by the Immigration Office when applying
for scholarships or taking immigration procedures. You can apply
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for it at the City Hall and receive it on the same day (usually in a
few minutes). You will be asked to present your Alien Registration
Certificate when you apply for this certificate. (¥ 300 per copy.)
You will also be able to receive this certificate at the city center
soon.

(5) When leaving Japan
When you leave Japan without a re-entry permit, you will be re-
quired to return your Alien Registration Certificate to the emigra-
tion officer at the airport or the port of departure.

2. Extension of Period of Stay

The College Visa is normally issued for a period of 1 year, 1 year and
3 months or 2 years and 3 months, (from July 9th, 2012. other kinds
of period will be added : 4 years and 3 months, 4 years, 3 years and
3 months, 3 years, and 3 months.) regardless of the length of enroll-
ment permitted by the university. (For research students, the initial pe-
riod of stay is normally one year).

When you drop out or are removed from the university except enter-
ing other university, you can’ t stay in Japan even if you have dura-
tion of stay in your visa. Please change your residence status or leave
Japan as soon as possible. Even if the immigration bureau doesn’ t in-
form you that your college student visa is invalid, it regards your visa
as invalid when it judge you postpone departure from Japan.

If students wish to extend their period of residence, they must apply
for an extension. Applications can be submitted between 2 months to
10 days prior to the date of expiration. In order to apply, please go to
the Regional Immigration Bureau, Kanazawa Branch Office with the
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documents given below.

It takes long time to update passport and visa if the period of updat-
ing passport is close to the one of updating visa. Please update pass-
port early.

If students have a period of absence from the university (unregistered
semester/year), there might be cases in which extension of their pe-
riod of residence is not approved. Please go to the Student Affairs
Section of your school or graduate school for details.

- Completed application form for extension of the period of stay

("For applicant, partl", "For applicant, part2 P ("Student")",
"For applicant, part3 P ("Student")", "For organization, partl P
("Student")", "For organization, part2 P ("Student")").
Note: "For organization, partl P" and "For organization, part2
P" need to be filled in by Kanazawa University. Please ask the
Student Affairs Section of your school or graduate school to fill
in these pages before going to the Regional Immigration Bu-
reau, Kanazawa Branch Office.

+ Certificate of Enrollment (with a description of your college,
school or the particular program in which you are enrolled)

+ Academic Transcript (with a description of courses taken, num-
ber of credits obtained, and the grade obtained from each course)
In the case of research students, a document certifying the re-
search will be sufficient. (This certificate should be an official
document issued by the college or the graduate school in which
they are enrolled. Unofficial certificates bearing the academic
advisor's signature are not accepted. )

* Note : If you have failed to meet the graduation require-
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ments and been on an extra year, you have to submit a docu-
ment explaining the reason for the failure. In addition, you
have to submit the documents which prove that you have suf-
ficient funds to support yourself financially throughout your
period of stay.

- Certificate of the scholarship student, if applicable

- Passport

- Alien Registration Certificate

- A ¥4,000 revenue stamp (available at the Immigration Office)

* Others

* In some circumstances, the applicant may be asked to submit ad-
ditional documents.

* If any of the documents are written in foreign languages, please
do not forget to attach Japanese translations.

3. Permission to Engage in Activity Other than That
Permitted by the Status of Residence Previously
Granted (Part-time Employment)

The Student visa does not permit the bearer to engage in compen-
sated employment. If the student wishes to work part-time, he/she
must obtain permission from the Immigration Office beforehand. (If
the student works as TA/RA at Kanazawa University, he/she doesn't
need to obtain permission from Immigration Office.) If the student en-
gages in activities which are not permitted according to your visa
status, or works part-time without permission, he/she will be subject
to punishment and may even be deported.

On receiving a permit for part-time employment, students can work a

total of 28 hours a week. Students who possess this permit can work
8 hours a day during the summer, winter and spring vacation. Work
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involving illegal activities and those related to the adult entertainment
business is strictly prohibited.

In order to apply, please go to the Regional Immigration Bureau, Ka-
nazawa Branch Office. Before going to the Regional Immigration Bu-
reau, please submit following documents to the Student Affairs Sec-
tion of your school or graduate school first to get "Fukushinsho".

<Documents to be submitted to the Student Affairs Section>
* An application form for "Permission to Engage in Activity Other
than that Permitted by the Status of Residence Previously Granted"

(available from the Student Affairs Section of your faculty or

graduate school).

+ Photocopy of Alien Registration Certificate
- "Bekki" (You have to obtain permission of your academic advisor
about your part-time job.)

Note: Before you start working part-time, make sure to consult
your academic advisor so that the part-time job will not disturb
your studies. A non-degree student also has to obtain permission
of his/her academic advisor when he/she would like to apply for
the permission to engage in activity other than that permitted by
the status of residence previously granted. A non-degree student
has to find his/her academic advisor by himself/herself. An aca-
demic advisor means a faculty member who makes sure that en-
gaging in activity outside scope permitted is not affected his/her
study and guides him/her directly.

After we review these documents, An application form for Permis-
sion will be returned. Please go to the Regional Immigration Bureau,
Kanazawa Branch Office and submit following documents.

<Documents to be submitted to the Regional Immigration Bureau>
* An application form for "Permission to Engage in Activity Other
than that Permitted by the Status of Residence Previously Granted"
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- Photocopy of Alien Registration Certificate
- Passport

A permission card is a seal. It will be put to your passport. After you
get a permission seal, please submit a copy of it to the International
Student Center and the Student Affairs Section of your school or
graduate school.

The expiration date of permission to engage in activity other than that
permitted by the status of residence previously granted is the same as
the one of your stay. You need to apply for it again if you extended your
period of stay.

The university does not accept the application for the permission by a
credit auditor or a research student enrolled more than two years.

Some country’ s students may receive income tax exemptions based on
the tax convention. Sometimes this system is income-tasted or limited
duration of stay in Japan, and archive requirements of income tax ex-
emptions vary by each country. To receive this convention, you have to
submit the application form for income tax convention to the tax office
through your working place. For details, please ask the tax office in Ka-
nazawa.

4. Temporary Leave and Re-entry

When you leave Japan for research purposes, or return to your home
country temporarily with the intention of returning to Japan, the fol-
lowing three steps must be taken before the departure.
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(DYou must consult your academic advisor at the university and get
permission to leave.

@You must submit a notification of temporary leave to the Student
Affairs Section of your school or graduate school. Also, you are re-
quested to give the address and phone number where you can be
reached while you are away from Japan. You will need to get the
approval (inkan stamp) of your academic advisor.

@Apply for a re-entry permit at the Regional Immigration Bureau,
Kanazawa Branch Office. Without this permit, re-entry to Japan is
extremely difficult, so please be sure to complete the necessary pro-
cedures before leaving Japan.

* The expiration date of the re-entry permit cannot be after the ex-
piration date of the visa. Please check the expiration date of
your visa before leaving Japan, and if necessary, renew your
visa before applying for a re-entry permit.

* Even if you have a multiple visa, please apply for a re-entry per-
mit.

* Please do not forget to take your Alien Registration Certficate
with you when you leave Japan.

Documents required when applying for a re-entry permit:
- Completed application form for the re-entry permit
- Passport
- Alien Registration Certificate
+ Student ID card or a certificate of enrollment issued by the university
- A3 3,000 revenue stamp for a single re-entry permit
(¥ 6,000 for multiple reentry)
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5. Changing the Status of Residence

If you wish to terminate the activities permitted by your present visa,
and engage in full-time activities of a different category, you must ap-
ply for a change in the status of residence at the Immigration Office.
For example, if an international student wishes to seek full-time em-
ployment in Japan after graduation, he/she will have to change the
visa before starting work. If students engage in activities such as busi-
ness managemant or full-time compensated employment without
changing their visa, they may be punished and/or deported.

Your resident status should be “College Student” when you apply for
each scholarships, Comprehensive Renter’ s Insurance for Foreign
Student Studying in Japan(p.64), an Institutional Guaranty System
for International Student to Rent Apartments(p.64) and so on. So if
you change your resident status from “College Student” to the other
visas, you lose your rights to receive these benefits.

Please be sure to inform the Student Affairs Section of the change.

To apply for the change, please submit the following documents to
the Regional Immigration Office.

Necessary Documents:

- Application for change in status of residence (Forms No. 1 and
2. These forms are available at the Immigration Office.)

* Supporting documents (Documents explaining the reason for
changing the visa. These vary according to the activity in which
the applicant wishes to engage. Generally, the required docu-
ments will be similar to those that were necessary when the stu-
dent applied for their original status of residence.)
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- Passport
- Alien Registration Certificate
© A ¥4,000 revenue stamp (available at the Immigration Office)

6. Cancellation of Resident Status

If the activity listed under the resident status "College Student" is not
done for three months or more without a legitimate reason, it should
cause cancellation of the student's resident status.

7. Inviting Family Members to Japan

When international students invite their family members to live with
them in Japan, they must apply for a Family Member Residence Per-
mit. Only the spouse and children are eligible for this type of visa.
Note : in the event that the family members will be in Japan for less
than 90 days, a temporary visitor's visa for the stay of 15 days or 90
days is sufficient. Please visit the homepage of the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs of Japan how to apply for a temporary visitor's visa.

The quickest way to apply is to go to the Immigration Office individu-
ally and apply on behalf of your family for a Certificate of Eligibility.
The necessary documents for the application are as follows.

Necessary Documents:
- Completed Application form for the Certificate of Eligibility
(Forms Part 1 and 2-R <Dependent>)
- Documents which prove the relationship between you and the ap-
plicant
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(Marriage certificate in case of spouse, birth certificate in case of
children or certificate of citizenship.)

+ A photocopy of your Alien Registration Certificate or a photocopy
of your passport

- Documents verifying your ability to support your family during
their stay in Japan.

Example:

* Statement explaining the reason for inviting your family to Japan

* Your enrollment certificate or academic record issued by your
university

* A bank statement showing the balance of your account

* Certificates indicating the sum and tenure of your scholarship

* In the event that the expenses for staying in Japan are covered
by a third party from the home country : a letter of guarantee
from the sponsor, a certificate indicating his/her occupation, a
copy of his/her income statement, a bank statement indicating
the balance of the account of the sponsor, and documents prov-
ing that money was transferred (e.g. announcement of transfer,
photocopy of a check, photocopy of a bank passbook)

- A letter of guarantee signed by the party providing financial sup-

port

- Two 4 X3cm photographs, upper front figure without a hat, of the

applicant (your family member) taken within 6 months of applica-

tion

* The student will need to change their visa, which requires a

¥ 4,000 revenue stamp (no charge for the family members).

- A self-addressed standard-size envelope put 500 yen worth of

stamps.

2. Kanazawa University Shared House for Japanese and
International Students

A Shared house with 13 rooms on the Kakuma Campus is scheduled
to be completed and start accommodating up to 104 students in total,
which allows 8 people including both Japanese and international stu-
dents to share one room. Further details such as application period
and entry conditions will be released on the university website as
soon as they are decided.

3. Kanazawa International House, Ishikawa International
House

These Houses provide accommodation for international students.
(Ishikawa International House is leased only for privately-funded in-
ternational students.) They are located within 20-minute walk from
the Kakuma Campus. At Ishikawa International House, in addition to
accommodation, there are facilities open to international students in
Ishikawa Prefecture. Kanazawa International House leases some of
the rooms to its international students.

5. Private Housing (apartments, boarding houses, etc.)

The main office of the University Co-op (located at the Co-op inside
the University Hall) provides information on private housing. This
service is available everyday except for Sundays and national holi-
days.

Renter's Insurance for Foreign Students Studying in Japan by the
Japan Educational Exchanges and Service. This insurance policy
consists of the traveler's insurance and the guarantor's protection
fund. If you wish to use "An Institutional Guaranty System for In-
ternational Students to Rent Apartments”, you are required to carry
this insurance.
For application procedures, please contact the Student Affairs Sec-
tion of your school or graduate school.

7. An Institutional Guaranty System for International
Students to Rent Apartments

Kanazawa university has an institutional guaranty system for enrolled

or admitted international students who need a guarantor for renting
houses and apartments.
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For application procedures, please contact the Student Affairs Section
of your school or graduate school.

8. Housing Environment

Japanese houses are traditionally built of wood, but you can also find
many Western-style ferro-concrete residential buildings.

Note that the interior is often in the traditional Japanese style.

In general, when you enter a house, you must take off your shoes in
the entrance hall.

The bathroom is composed of two parts: a bathtub and a wash area.
First, wash yourself off in the wash area and then enter the bathtub.
The hot water in the tub should be kept as clean as possible for others
who will soak in the same bath water after you. Showering is also
common.

All over Japan, there are sento or furoya (public bathhouses) where
you can take a bath.

Toilets in Japan are either of the typical Japanese style or Western
style. If you are not certain about how to take a bath or use a Japanese
toilet, it is best to ask a Japanese person or an international student
who is knowledgeable.

(Rainy Season and Mold)

The popularity of concrete residences and aluminum sashes has made
indoor living more airtight. For this reason, humidity is high indoors
and mold grows easily. Keep your room well-ventilated throughout
the year by opening the windows when it is sunny and especially dur-
ing the rainy season (in June and July), Also use a demoisturizer to
prevent mold grow.

If you are from partner institutions with an exchange agreement with
Kanazawa University, you do not have to pay the application fee or ad-
mission fee. Moreover, there is a possibility that you do not have to pay
tuition to Kanazawa University. Please check your eligibility to these
waivers at the Student Affairs Section of your school or graduate school,
or the International Office in your institution.

Tuition :

In Principle, tuition should be paid in April and October. After October
in the first year, tuition will be automatically deducted from the stu-
dent's bank account if he/she is a full-time student. If the student so de-
sires, it is possible to pay the annual sum at the time of payment for the
first semester at the university.
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VII. Tuition Exemptions and Scholarships

1. Tuition Exemptions

Students enrolled in the undergraduate or graduate programs having
financial difficulties, but having exemplary records are eligible for tui-
tion exemption (complete or partial).

Students should apply for this exemption early in March for the
spring semester and in the middle of September for the fall semester.
Please pay attention to the notice on the bulletin boards so that you
will not miss the chance of application.

2. Scholarships

For privately financed international students, the following scholar-
ships are available. Information on scholarships is generally an-
nounced on the bulletin boards of each school and graduate school,
so students are encouraged to check the boards daily. Regular stu-
dents check the bulletin board for general student as well as the board
for international students.

@ Scholarships offered by various organizations
Various organizations offer scholarships for privately financed inter-
national students who are already enrolled in a university in Japan.
The number of scholars is limited, and research students (non-degree
students) are generally not eligible to apply.

Privately financed international students who wish to apply for the
scholarships that require recommendation of the university should be
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registered on the list of scholarship candidates from Kanazawa Uni-
versity. The registration procedure will be informed in June and Octo-
ber of the preceding academic year. But the registration of October is
for international students who didn't apply for the scholarship in June.
The scholarships to which you can apply without recommendation of
the university will be informed on the bulletin boards.

Medical Fee Support System

National Health Insurance

Foreigners residing in Japan must be required to subscribe to the
National Health Insurance. This insurance covers about 70% of the
medical charges including hospitalization. If monthly medical fees
add up to a large sum, the maximum amount that must be paid by
the bearer is specified. Family members also are covered by this in-
surance. Family members must bear 30% of their medical ex-
penses. However, some dental treatments and some instances of
hospitalization may not be covered, so be sure to inquire at your
doctor's before you undergo treatment.

Please complete the application for the insurance at the City Hall
when you apply for Alien Registration. Bills are sent, and you can
pay at a bank. You can also arrange it so that the fees are automati-
cally deducted from your bank account.

Generally, international students can ask for the 70% reduction of
the premium. In April, you will receive a form for reporting your
income for the reduction. Please do not miss to send this report to
the City Hall, or you should pay the normal premium that is three
times bigger than what is after reduction.

(2) National Health Insurance Premium Reimbursement

Privately financed international students living in Kanazawa can
apply for the reimbursement of the full amount of 70% reduced
premium providing by Kanazawa International Exchange Founda-
tion. In addition, privately financed international students living in
Nonoichi City can apply for the reimbursement of the full amount
of 60% reduced premium providing by Nonoichi City Interna-
tional Friendship & Goodwill Association. The students who stay
more than a year can apply for it through the Student Affairs Sec-
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tion of your school or graduate school. If you live in Kanazawa
and are a student from spring semester, please apply for it around
July. If you live in Kanazawa and are a student from fall semester,
please apply for it around November. If you live in Nonoichi-city,
please apply for it around October and February.

(3) Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing
Education and Research
This insurance helps students against physical injuries arising from
unexpected accidents during their educational and research activi-
ties.
Cases under this insurance:
(1) A physical injury caused by a sudden and unexpected acci-
dent of external origin during the insurance holder's educational
and research activities at Kanazawa University. The words "en-
gaged in educational and research activities" shall mean:
i) During curricular activities, ii) during school events, iii) while
being on school premises for reasons other than those in i) or ii),
and iv) while being engaged in extracurricular activities (club ac-
tivities) off campus with notice to the university.
(2) The insurance holder sustains a physical injury while commut-
ing to school or in transit between school facilities.
Every student at Kanazawa University is supposed to carry this in-
surance. Other than this insurance, there is a liability insurance
which covers compensation for damages caused during the activi-
ties such as internship, nursing care practice, teaching practice.
To carry this insurance, you have to be a holder of the Personal Ac-
cident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research.
If you have any questions about the insurance, please ask at the
Student Affairs Section of your school or graduate school.

(@) Kanazawa University Student's Health Insurance

Association

Kanazawa University Student's Health Insurance Association was
established with the aim to help keep the members in good health.
Only regular students are allowed. Students at Kanazawa Univer-
sity join this association and receives reciprocal help, so that
he/she can have necessary medical treatment in case of illness or
injury.

The association provides the medical and condolence benefits. In
case of the former, 20%of the medical bill (except for dental treat-
ment) is guaranteed by the association, upon request from the
members. It also pays up to 15% of the dental treatment bill, again,
upon request from the members. Note that 40,000 yen per year is
the maximum coverage in both cases. Please ask Health Service
Center for details about the association including membership.

3. Medical Checkups

(1)

Routine Medical Checkups
At Kanazawa University, routine medical checkups are held annu-
ally in April. All international students have to have this checkups
on the specified date. There is also a special health examination for
the new students held in October or November. The checkups in-
cludes an X-ray examination for tuberculosis. This is held as part
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of the Japanese government's strong measures against tuberculosis.

For those who take the university medical checkups, the university
can issue the health certificate, which you need.

(2) Mass examination “Health checkups for younger
person”
International students can have a medical checkup given by Ka-
nazawa City which is called Jakunensha Kenshin. There are a
number of hospitals where you can have this checkup, so please in-
quire at the Students Affairs Section or the Student Affairs Divi-
sion, or at the Health and Sanitation Section of the City Hall,
(Weekdays © 9 a.m.-6 p.m. Tel : 076-220-2233).
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X. Student Life

1. Where to Get Advice

If you have any problems in pursuing your studies or research, feel
free to consult the staff of the International Affairs Division or the
section in charge at your school or graduate school.

Please refer to “IV —3 Counseling” for information about counseling.

2. Part-time Jobs

If an international student needs to work part-time in order to pay for
tuition and other expenses, assistance can be obtained in order to find
a suitable job. University Co-op is one place offering such assistance.

As previously mentioned, the “College Student” visa does not allow
compensated employment. If a student wishes to work part-time,
he/she must obtain the permission from the Immigration Office be-
forehand. If you engage in the activities which are not permitted by
your visa status, or work part-time without permission, you will be
subject to punishment or, in the worst case, deportation. (Please refer
to column 3. of V “Permission to Engage in Activity Other than That
Permitted by the Status of Residence Previously Granted” for details.)

3. Career Services

You can get information on employment and company guide at the
career services office, “Syusyoku-shienshitsu” of the university if you
want to work in Japan after graduation or termination of your study.
It is late you begin job-hunting in final year. The sooner you begin,
the better.
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Kanazawa University holds career guidance. You can attend the career
guidance or the career fair even if it isn’ t described clearly it s for inter-
national students and is described it’s for students of all college or
graduate school or students of your college or graduate school.

2¢The Status of Residence while Hunting a Job
This description applies to those of you who plan to search a job and
work in Japan after graduation. If you do job hunting after graduation
with the status of residence “Temporary Visitor,” you can change your
status of residence to “Designated Activities.” Note that this change is ef-
fective only for one year after graduation, explicitly during the period
between the company's unofficial decision to hire you and the day
when you actually start working at the company.

Those who wish to hold the status of residence to “Designated Activi-

ties,”under the condition mentioned above, should submit to the Immi-

gration Office the documents listed below, in addition to the ordinary

documents necessary to change the status of residence.

(1)Documents which prove that you have sufficient funds to support
yourself financially throughout your period of stay.

(2)Documents which explain the reason for changing the status of resi-
dence. These vary according to the activity in which the applicant
wishes to engage.

(3)Documents which explain the fact that the company has decided to
hire you, unofficially though.

(4)The pledge from the company (Documents that explain how the com-
pany keeps in touch with you after the unofficial decision to hire you.)
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(5)Documents on the training course you will go through, if applicable.

4. Shopping and Dining

There are cafeterias, coffee shops, and stores providing various serv-
ices on each campus. They are relatively cheap compared to those in
the city.

Business hours may vary especially during long vacations and some
facilities may close up entirely for the vacation. Holidays and short-
ened business hours during vacations will be notified on the bulletin
boards. Please refer to “Xll —7.University Co-op” for details.

5. Utilities

The most convenient way to pay for the utilities is to have the
charges automatically deducted from your bank account. Please refer
to “XI—1.Banks” for details.

When you return home or you change your address, please make sure
to pay your utility and phone bills. If you have any inquiries, please
ask the student affairs section of your school or graduate school.

For students living in the International House, the International Af-
fairs Division will take care of the application (to start utility serv-
ices).

(1) Water
Japan has high sanitary standards, so tap water is drinkable any-
where in the country.
To have the water service started, please contact the Kanazawa
Utilities Bureau (Tel : 0120-328-117).

(2) Gas

The kind of gas used in Kanazawa (city gas or Liquid Propane
Gas) varies according to the location. In the case of city gas, a rep-
resentative from the gas company must come to check the gas
valves and facilities before they start the service. In order to have
service from the city gas company, contact the Kanazawa Ultilities
Bureau (Tel : 0120-328-117). As for LP gas, please contact the
nearest LP gas dealer.

When buying and using gas equipment, please make sure that they
are compatible with the kind of gas being supplied.

(3) Electricity
Ishikawa Prefecture uses 100 volts and 60 hertz for electricity.
Please contact the Ishikawa Office of Hokuriku Electricity Com-
pany (Tel : 0120-776453) for information on electricity usage.

6. Telephone Service

Mobile phone can be purchased at each phone company shops or
electric appliance shops. The following companies offer mobile
phone services in Kanazawa, and can answer your questions in Eng-
lish.

To get a new connection, please dial NTT (Nippon Telephone and
Telegraph Company) directly at 116, or see a sales representative at
the local branch office. You will be connected in 2 or 3 days.
Telephone charges vary according to the distance, duration of the call
and the time of day. The base rate for a local call is *¥ 10 per three
minutes during daytime. The two other major telephone companies
besides NTT, are KDDI and SoftBank Telecom. Depending on the
time and distance, their service may vary. To subscribe, please call
0077-777 (KDDI) or 0088-221-221 (SoftBank Telecom).

When using public telephones, please insert a¥ 10 or ¥ 100 yen coin
into the slot. Please note that no change is given for ¥ 100 coins. You
can also use telephone cards either separately or in conjunction with
coins. You will be able to get through without an operator. A beep
during your call will warn you that you are about to run out of coins
or call units on your card.

Telephone cards come in ¥ 500 and ¥ 1,000 types. Telephone cards are
available at NTT, vending machines next to public phones, most con-
venience stores, and the University Co-op stores.

When calling overseas you can use KDDI (010), SoftBank Telecom
(0041) or (0061), which provide international telephone services. Af-
ter dialing the three/four digit number (indicating the company) dial
the country code and the telephone number. You can call overseas di-
rect from various International Telephones around the city. There is
an International pay phone booth in front of the Kanazawa University
International House with in the campus. A prepaid card for interna-
tional calls are available at the University Co-op store and most con-
venience stores.
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7 . Garbage Disposal

Free of charge, Kanazawa City carries out garbage disposal twice a
week. Garbage is collected by 3types : D burnable trash including
kitchen scraps, cigarette butts, paper and clothing,@non-burnable such
as leather products, electric goods, chinaware and glass (excluding bot-
tles), and ® recyclables (bottles, cans, metal, products containing
mercury, etc.). Therefore, you must divide your garbage into the three
types before putting it out for disposal.

The collection dates for types of garbage vary from area to area, and
it is advisable to put garbage out by about 8 : 30 a.m. on the collec-
tion day, in closed semi-transparent plastic bags (available in shops).
For disposal of recyclable garbage, please contact the Tobu (East)
Maintenance Center at 076-252-6050, Seibu (West) Maintenance
Center at 076-242-1371, Recycling Promotion Section at 076-220-
2525, or your local district council.

Pieces of bulky garbage are collected for a fee. Items for individual
collection with a charge cannot be brought into a garbage station.
Please call the Individual Collection Information Center for a reserva-
tion. (Individual Collection Information Center : 0120-53-7934)
When you would like to dispose of television sets, refrigerators,
washing machines and air conditioners, you must ask electric stores
to dispose of them at your own expence. You should never put them
out anywhere including the public garbage stations.

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8. Newspapers, Television, Radio and Internet

(1) Newspapers
There are a number of local, national, and foreign newspapers
available in the Kanazawa University Library, in English, Chinese
and Japanese. If you wish to have them delivered to your resi-
dence, please inquire at the University Co-op or a store that carries
these newspapers.

(2) Television and Radio

There are two types of TV networks in Japan : the public broad-
casting network NHK (Nippon Hoso Kyokai) and private networks.
Since NHK is a public corporation funded by people's subscrip-
tion charges, TV viewers are requested to pay their fees.

There are some bilingual TV programs that you can watch in a lan-
guage other than Japanese if you have a bilingual receiver. You can
also hear the original sound when you watch a movie program with
subtitles.

(3) Internet

At Kanazawa University, the computers are accessible at Univer-
sity Library, General Education Hall or the lounge of Information
Media Center. They are also accessible if your school or graduate
school sets up computers in common use at your school or gradu-
ate school building.

To connect the internet at your home, you need to connect your
PC to an internet service company via a line. Generally, a tele-
phone line, a CATV line and an optical fiber line are used. You can
find an internet service company by the web search or the brochure
gotten at University Co-op or the electric store such as Yamada
Denki and Hyakuman Volt.
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9. Protection from Disasters (Earthquakes)

Japan is an earthquake prone country. You might recall the large-
scale earthquake that occurred in the Noto Penisula area in 2007.
Please check beforehand where the refugee shelter in your area is
located, and learn the steps you must take in emergency situations.
Having a evacuation plan is a major step in preventing panic.

If there are predictions of a large-scale disaster, such as a major
earthquake, NHK offers Emergency Disaster Information in Eng-
lish through simultaneous translations on TV, as well as on the ra-
dio (Radio Broadcast No.2 or station 693).

(1) Be prepared for earthquakes

Japan has many earthquakes. So it is important to be prepared for a

sudden quake.

(DSecure furniture such as dressers and bookshelves with braces
so that they do not fall over. Do not place heavy or hard objects
on high shelves.

@Keep a fire extinguisher handy.

(®Keep emergency supplies (such as medical provisions, daily sup-
plies and valuables) accessible. Keep your passport, Certificate
of Alien Registration, National Health Insurance Certificate,
etc., in a handy location as well.

@Participate in local disaster prevention drills.

(B)Make sure all family members know where to meet or how to
get in touch with each other.

(2) If an earthquakes strikes
Severe shaking during an earthquake lasts about one to two min-
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utes. Aftershocks are usually weaker than the first earthquake.

But please be careful about aftershocks, when it is a powerful

earthquake. Aftershocks continue for several months decreasing

frequency.

1) In room

(DTurn off all gas and electric appliances.

@Open doors and windows to secure an exit. Do not rush outside,
as there is the danger of falling objects, such as signs.

(@Take cover under something sturdy, such as a table or a desk.

@Watch TV or listen to the radio for reliable information. Do not
act upon hearsay.

(B®Talk to your neighbors, and help each other.

2) In elevator

(DGet off the elevator soon at the nearest floor.

3) Out of a building

(DDo not walk by the walls or pillars outside, as they may topple
OVer.

(@Straphang or hold handrail firmly when boarding a train or a bus.

(@Get away from the bottoms of mountains and cliffs.

10. Fire Prevention

As most Japanese houses are made of inflammable materials, great
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care must be taken to prevent fires. Check heating appliances, ciga-
rette butts, gas fittings, etc., especially when you go out or go to
bed.

(IF A FIRE BREAKS OUT)

If a fire breaks out, dial 119. Also alert your neighbors and ask for
assistance. While initial fire fighting measures are important, the
safety limit is when the fire spreads to the ceiling. Be careful not to
become so intent on extinguishing the fire that the flames block
your escape route.

If cooking oil in a pan catches fire, do not use water to put it out.
Use a fire extinguisher or cover the flames with a large, wet bed
sheet.

Because fumes are toxic, when you evacuate, keep as low a posi-
tion as possible and cover your mouth with a wet towel.

11. Safety Measures

Although Japan is said to be a very safe country, walking alone at
night and inviting strangers into your residence can still be danger-
ous. Please remember to use your common sense, stay away from de-
serted places, and avoid using public phone booths late at night.
Please pay attention to the following so as not to be arrested by the
police or the Immigration Bureau.

(DIt is stipulated by law to always carry your Alien Registration Card
and to present it to authority if requested.

@If you work, part-time or full-time, without legal permission or at
prohibited jobs, you will be subject to punishment and may be de-
ported (Please refer to Column 3 of V "Permission to Engage in
Activity Other than That Permitted by the Status of Residence Pre-
viously Granted" for details).

@ You will be stopped by an officer if caught riding a bicycle carry-
ing an additional person (except a small child), or without a light at
night. The bicycle must be registered under your name or you will
be questioned for theft. Do not use bicycles found or left in public.
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@Carrying a knife for self-defense is considered a crime in Japan.

Bt is by law that any personal identification, such as Certificate of
Alien Registration, Student Identification Card, National Health
Insurance Card, etc., shall not be borrowed, lent, or duplicated.
You will be charged with a criminal offense or a penalty.

@It is against Japanese law to use narcotic drugs including Mari-
juana and a stimulant. Equally, importing, planting, manufacturing,
selling, buying, giving or receiving them as a gift is also inhibited
by Japanese law. We also evole your special attentions; it is also
prohibited just having them with you in Japan.

12. Fraud

If in the case of repetitive collect calls, sales calls, and fraud calls,
consult your supervisor or student affairs section in your school be-
fore responding to the calls. These calls are normally identified as
selling or promoting goods and/or requesting your money transferred
to a different bank account by a stranger. Further, be aware of street
salesmen, solicitors, and inviters for they are mostly a fraud. Do not
provide them with your personal information, such as name, address,
phone number, and e-mail. The best way to respond in these situa-
tions is to repeat "NO" and move to a safer place (i.e. into stores or
crowds of people), or simply hang up the calls.

13. Police

To report a crime or traffic accident, dial 110 (toll-free).

Calls can be made anywhere in Japan, 24 hours a day. If there are in-
jured people, the police will dispatch an ambulance.
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(HOW TO CALL THE POLICE)

(DPick up the receiver. If there is a red emergency button on the tele-
phone, press the button and then dial the appropriate emergency
number (110 for police; 119 for the fire department or ambulance).
If there is no emergency button, dial the emergency number di-
rectly.

(@Explain what has happened — whether you are reporting a traffic ac-
cident, or a crime such as a robbery.

@Report the location of the crime or accident, the location from
which you are calling and any prominent nearby landmark. Also
do not forget to give your name.

(Note) If you need further information, please read "VISITORS
TO JAPAN".

14. Sexual Harassment

If someone makes you feel uncomfortable through his/her words or
actions (that have sexual overtones), it is important for you to tell
him/her so clearly, with a firm attitude. Even if the person is your su-
perior (e.g. supervisor) or upperclassman, it is crucial to have cour-
age and tell them how you feel. If you can not do so yourself, please
ask someone nearby for help.

When you encounter sexual harassment, do not blame yourself even
if you were unable to say ‘No’ , because it is not your fault. Do not
worry and suffer alone; please consult with someone, or seek an ad-
vice of the counselor from the International Student Center. Appropri-
ate investigations will be done, and care will be provided. Confidenti-
ality is strictly observed.

If you know someone who have encountered and is suffering from
sexual harassment, do your best to help him/her.
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If you are the perpetrator of sexual harassment, then you will be pun-
ished accordingly. Having respect for the people around you and their
feelings is the best way to prevent sexual harassment.

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XI. Transportation

Trains, Planes, Buses and Taxis

Trains

Railways in Kanazawa are operated by the Nishi-Nihon branch of
Japan Railways (JR). In order to take the bullet train (Shinkansen)
or a special express train, you need to buy a special express ticket
in addition to the passenger ticket. Other types of tickets include
limited express tickets, green car tickets (for reserved seats in the
luxury car), reserved seat tickets, sleeping berth tickets, etc. All
tickets (with the exception of normal train tickets) can be bought
starting up to one month before the scheduled date of departure.

For information on timetables, ticket fares, and how to purchase
tickets, check the JR timetable (available at bookstores), inquire at
ticket offices in stations, or the travel agency at the university Co-

op.

Airlines
Generally, advanced bookings are required when purchasing air-
line tickets. Reservations can be made at the University Co-op two
months prior to the date of departure. Komatsu is the closest inter-
national airport to Kanazawa. Details of the express bus to Ko-
matsu Airport are shown below.

Local buses are operated by Hokutetsu and West JR Bus. Unless
you have a commuter pass, make sure to take a fare ticket (seiri-
ken) when you board the bus. Press the buzzer when you approach
the stop where you would like to get off. Show your fare ticket to
the driver before putting it in the fare box, and pay the fare (indi-
cated by the number on your ticket, which corresponds to the fare
board at the front of the bus). If you do not have exact change,
there is a changer for coins and ¥ 1000 bills on the fare box.

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@) Taxis
You can flag down a vacant taxi that is passing by or a parked one
by raising your hand. By calling a taxi company and telling them
your location, you can also arrange to have a taxi come to pick
you up. The red signal “4Z#” in front of the passenger seat in-
dicates that the taxi is vacant. In Japan, the rear doors of the taxi
opens and closes automatically. Payment of tips is not necessary
in Japan.

2. Student Discount Commuter Tickets and Coupon Tickets

(1) Student's Discount (Non-degree students are not
eligible.)
A fare reduction system is available for graduate and undergradu-
ate students. Students who travel more than 100 kilometers on a
JR train for study purposes are eligible for this discount (20% off
the regular fare). Students must have their Student IDs with them
when they apply for the discount.
You can get an certification for student trip fare reduction by the
Automatic Certificate Machine.

(2 Commuter Pass
You can use a commuter pass if you take the JR trains or the buses
operated by Hokuriku Tetsudo. Commuter passes allow you to use
the bus/train free of charge between the two stations (or bus stops)
indicated on the pass.
JR issues commuter's passes valid for the duration of 1, 3, or 6
months. In order to obtain one, you will need a Student Commuter
Certificate issued by your school.
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Hokuriku Tetsudo passes are issued for 1 month, 3 months or 1 se-
mester. In addition to them there are other types, such as passes
valid for all places inside Kanazawa City and those usable for loca-
tions outside the city. To purchase a pass, fill out a commuter pass
order-form (available at the Co-op) and go to the travel center of
the University Co-op or a ticket office of Hokuriku Tetsudo. Please
contact the Bus Center of Hokuriku Tetsudo (Kanazawa Station Of-
fice (Tel : 076-263-0489), Katamachi Office (Tel : 076-221-5012)
or the Co-op Travel Center for details.

(3) Multiple Tickets
By using multiple tickets you will be able to take 11 bus trips for
the fare of 10 trips. These multiple tickets are available at the bus
centers and at the University Co-op. They come in various types
and some of them can be purchased inside the bus.

You can buy it for 2,000 yen at the Bus Center of Hokuriku Tet-
sudo or the Co-op, You can get 10% premium of 2,000 yen.

3. Traffic Rules

(1) Traffic Regulations
In Japan cars and bicycles are on the left side of the road and pe-
destrians walk on the right side, facing the coming traffic. There
are strict penalties for driving without a license, drunken driving,
and speeding.
There are many different types of traffic signs, so please study
them carefully and obey the regulations.

Bicycles

People rides a bicycle on the left side of the road. People can only
ride a bicycle on side walk signing pedestrian and bicycle only.

In order to prevent your bicycle from getting stolen, be sure to
write your name and address on it, and lock it whenever you are
not using it. Get the bicycle registered at the cycle shop when you
buy it or when you buy a secondhand bicycle from others. You
may see bicycles in town that appear to have been abandoned.
There is high probability that they are stolen bicycles, so do not as-
sume that they have been thrown out. When you return your coun-
try, please dispose of your bicycle. For example, you throw out the
bicycle posting" % i, Scrup" on the designated day. You give it
to your friends.

Scooters and Private cars
To get a driver's license in Japan, you usually need to go to a driv-
ing school, which will cost you a considerable amount of money
(about *¥300,000). However, if you wish to get a license for a
scooter, you can apply directly at the Vehicle Licensing Center,
and obtain the license by passing an examination on traffic rules.

If you have a valid driver's license from your home country, you
can use it by taking appropriate procedure. Reservations are neces-
sary for this procedure, at the Vehicle Licensing Center. You need
to show your Alien Registration Card, passport, and a Japanese
translation of your license completed by a specified organization.

As for those who are registered as a resident of Japan, and those
who have completed the Alien Registration procedures their re-en-
try date is not regarded as a landing date, Thus, it is not included
into the period of time for their international driver's licenses to be
valid.
When you return your home country, please dispose of your
scooter or car. For example, you can ask a dealership to take away
your scooter or car.
If you return your home country without disposing of your scooter
or car, you may be punished.

(@) Auto insurance

Two types of insurance are necessary in order to drive cars, auto-
matic bicycles and scooters: Compulsory Automobile Liability In-
surance and Comprehensive Automobile Insurance. If you collide
with commercial vehicles or traffic lights, you are often ordered to
pay some million yen and if you kill people in a traffic accident,
you are often ordered to pay some billion yen. If you cause a traf-
fic accident without auto insurances, you are arrested and may not
be released on bail. It is possible to apply for insurance at the Uni-
versity Co-op.

XlI. Banks and Postal Services

Banks

With a bank account, in addition to deposits and withdrawals, you
can get a cash card for the bank's ATM machines (often usable at the
ATMs of other banks as well; sometimes for a small charge). You
can and should apply for a cash card when you open your bank ac-
count.
To open a bank account, you need your Alien Registration Card or
certified copy of foreign resident registration as your ID. Please
make sure that your passport is not accepted because your present ad-
dress is not written in it. In most banks you will need an inkan stamp
instead of your signature.
